“We want students to
consider the life of Jesus so they will honestly consider the claims of Jesus--that He was God and
that by following Him any person can have forgiveness and eternal life.”

The Mel Gibson directed film opens Wednesday, February 25, at more than 2,800 theaters
nationwide.
